	9. OBJECTIVE OF THE PROJECT

What is the main objective and what are the expected results of the project?

	The main objective of the proposed preparatory project is to establish a consortium with enough expertise and critical mass to carry out a full project in the Interreg IIIB Northern Periphery Programme. Potential partners with expertise and capabilities in the field of establishing production systems for biodiesel from fish waste will be identified, contact will be established, and commitment to co-operation will be made. Co-operative partners will be sought in the programme area for the Northern Periphery Programme, special emphasis will be laid on finding partners that are situated in regions that have in the past been depended upon the utilization of marine renewable resources and are interested in finding innovative ways for sustainable use of natural resources for the benefit of the local communities. The very basis for the cultures and economies of coastal nations and communities across the North Atlantic is to ensure a clean and productive marine environment and sustainable use of its resources in the region.
The expected result of the preparatory project is the establishing of a suitable consortium and a completed application for a main project funding within Interreg IIIB Northern Periphery Programme. The main project is expected to result in established infrastructure and logistics systems for production of biodiesel from fish processing waste, and for the use of this renewable fuel as replacement for fossil diesel. 

	10. PROJECT DESCRIPTION 

Please, give an outline of project’s stages and timing to reach the objectives.

	The new European directive (2003/30/EC) for phasing in of biofuels in transport states that the EU-countries will have to replace 2 % of mineral oil based fuel by biofuels within 2005, increasing to 5,75 % in 2010. This implies that the demand for biofuels in Europe will increase substantially the next few years. Waste from fisheries and the fish processing industry is a large un-utilised resource in this context. Today, biodiesel is produced commercially from fish waste in Canada and Alaska.

Through the main Interreg IIIB Northern Periphery Programme project, knowledge will be transferred from Canada and Alaska to the regions which will participate in the project. Knowledge will also be transferred between Iceland, Norway and Scotland in the field of exploring fish oil composition and properties related to the quality of the produced biodiesel, and regarding systems for establishing an infrastructure for this conversion and use of the final product. Systems will be established for utilisation of this natural resource (fish waste) for production of biodiesel to be used locally, both for mobile and stationary replacement of fossil fuels.

The proposed preparatory project will consist of the following main stages:

Stage 1:    Identification of potential partners within industry as well as research and development, finalised       December 2003

Stage 2:    Establish contact with potential partners, finalised January 2004

Stage 3:    Engage in commitment to co-operation with the most important partners to be included in a consortium for a main Interreg III B NPP project, finalised February 2004.

Stage 4:    Prepare an application for a main Interreg III B NPP project, finalised March 2004.

	The proposed preparatory project meets the criteria of mobilizing a partnership and preparing a joint project plan. The project aims at writing an application for a main project funding in the Interreg III B Northern Periphery Programme. In the proposed main project the production of biodiesel from fish processing waste will be studied. This will encourage sustainable utilization of available natural resources and increase the economic value of raw material that is now considered as waste. Hence, a special focus has been put on the connection between environmental protection and commercial use of natural resources in the proposed main project.
