	As stated in the Northern Periphery program: a special focus must be put on the connection between environmental protection and commercial exploitation of natural resources in the program area. Infrastructural requirements supporting the enterprise sector are also vital topics to be included. Special attention should be given to the relationship and exchange of knowledge between academia and industry.
The purpose of the main project “Promotion of natural stone industry in the northern areas” is to create new business opportunities and enhance the sustainable use of vast natural stone resources of the NPP area by developing the operational environment of enterprises. This is done by pointing out new, economically and environmentally usable natural stone resources for the use of the industry through exploration, and developing transferable SME concepts specifically adjusted to the northern areas of sparse population and long distances. The basic aims are to develop local stone production, increase the quality grade of stone products in the northern areas and also to develop the industry in a broader scale to enhance the use of all extracted material. The project forms a network between enterprises, research organisations and educational institutions to exchange know-how and ideas of the development of natural stone sector in the conditions of northern areas. Emphasized are especially best practises and knowledge of the sustainable use of stone resources and procedures of enterprise development.
